CALL MEETING TO ORDER & ROLL CALL 
Meeting called to order by President Earley at 6:01pm.
Board Present: Terry Earley, David Navis, Mary Meyer, John Homontowski, Jerry Rogge & C/T Schutte

AGENDA - Approve February 5, 2018 Agenda 
Earley asked for motion to approve February 5, 2018 agenda; Rogge/Meyer; V-5/0; Carried. 
Doug Polomis – Coleman School Referendum Presentation
Mr. Polomis gave out some handouts & a presentation on the Coleman School Referendum coming up on April 3, 2018…..Polomis went through the handout w/explanation at each point….See handouts.  There were some questions & answers regarding the costs of the project & costs to the taxpayers.  
Some highlights that were discussed are as follows:  
· The last referendum was in 1999 & the debt will be paid off this year 2018, which would reduce property tax by $1.16/$1,000…the impact of this reduction would be a $116.00 less tax on a house valued at $100,000.

· The referendum is laid out in 2 questions: 

· Question 1 - Referendum Amount of $10,850,000: To pay for improvements & upgrades to the District’s existing school facility including building infrastructure, safety & energy efficiency upgrades, secure entrance reconfiguration, elementary classroom, gymnasium, kitchen, & cafeteria upgrades; expansion of high school cafeteria; & equipment acquisition for these projects.
· Question 2 - Referendum Amount of $2,980,000:  Upgrades to the high school science, technology, engineering, agriculture, art, math (STEAM), computer-aided design, & misc. core classroom areas; & equipment acquisition for these projects.

· Tax Impact on Questions 1 & 2:  Both questions would add additional tax to the property taxes.  The current tax rate of $1.16/$1000 of value would stay, add on the cost of Question 1 of $0.47, that would bring the tax rate up to $1.63/$1000 of value which would be $163.00 on house valued at $100,000 & then add on Question 2 of $0.50, which would bring the total tax rate for the referendum to $2.13/$1000 of value which would be $213.00 on house valued at $100,000.
· Current rate Impact: The current rate of $1.16/$1000 is approximately $6,000,000.00 which could continue & remain at the same tax rate…this $6,000,000.00 could be used for improvements &/or maintenance roof replacement, windows, etc... 

· Enrollment: Years ago the number graduating from Coleman was around 90 per class…since 2000 there has been a decline in the number graduating from Coleman with a class of 46 in 2018 one of the lowest….the average over the years is around 50. 
Mr Polomis said the school will be having an Open House on Mar. 7th at 5:00-7:00pm & Mar. 27th at 4:00-6:00pm & encouraged everyone to attend.  The Board Thanked Mr. Polomis for the presentation, explanation & information.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. January Activites 
January activities report by K.Schutte as follows: Took down & stored Christmas lights, fixed the pickup alternator & replaced battery, fix the salt deflector, fixed hydraulic hose on the plow truck & got all new hoses for replacement.
2. Walker St LRIP Project – Approve Bid
Schutte said the bids came in...See results list & Jackie Foster Inc came in as low bidder at $131,763.00...some discussion….motion to approve Jackie Foster Inc bid for $131,763.00 for the Walker Street Construction; Earley/Rogge; V-5/0...Carried.  Schutte asked if we wanted to put up brick monuments on this project….some discussion….Board members decided not to do brick monuments….Navis asked about putting up a street light w/street signs on them….some discussion….Schutte will get prices.  Lighting the street would be $12,400.00 but then wiring would need to be run to Bus.141 for power….cost approx. $4,000.00 for materials & about $2,000.00 more for equipment cost.  Motion to install lights on Walker St and run wiring down Alma St to hook up the electric; Homontowski/Meyer; V-3/2(Navis/Earley)….Carried.  Schutte said when Bus. 141 was constructed the conduit was installed for security cameras on the Village Hall &/or the main intersection & the cost about $1,000.00….some explanation….Table for the future.
3. Garbage Collection & Recycling
Homontowski stated he was taking his garbage to Beaver Recycling & is not supposed to do this….Beaver pays for their own & we pay for our own garbage & VOP residents have theirs’s picked up at the curb…some discussion…Navis asked why the poundage was dropped from 25# to 15# per tag & it was stated due to people putting too much in the bag & the bags are ripping open.

1. TID Agreements - Update
C/T Schutte said she will be sending out several copies of the Developers Agreement to Dairyland for Mr Tachick to sign & then he will return a couple of copies for our file & C/T Schutte will forward one to Vande Castle.

C/T Schutte stated an invitation was received for the Annual CCBA Dinner for those interested…this is on their own.
