PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. February Activites 
February activities report by K.Schutte as follows:  Fixed the garbage truck hydraulics…went to the WAA conference only one day because of the ice storm the next day…replaced 12 lights in the FD building & changed them to LED…train derailed in the TOBeaver…there was an ice problem at R-Store Gas station which they thought was a VOP problem, but it was not, & was removed…..Cty. didn’t invite VOP to the MRIP meeting for 2018-2019 projects so, we won’t be getting any money for any projects we were thinking of doing…the Cty. Commissioner didn’t know why we weren’t invited.  Schutte said he got a price for security system w/cameras for the village hall & Main St intersection at a cost of $5,000.00….something to think about for next budget season.
2. Walker St LRIP Project – Update
Schutte said bids were awarded & signed….Schutte handed out a drawing of a sign pole w/sign arms for the Board to review regarding the intersection of Walker & Alma….the pole is $3,800.00 ea. & if we go w/what is currently there, we would need 2 additional poles for a total of 3 on that intersection….1 would be the light pole w/a stop sign & street name along w/the other 2 poles which would have street name & stop sign….some discussion regarding a 3 way stop vs a 2 way stop….Motion to make a two(2) way stop and put fancy signs on Walker St; Navis/---No second motion dies….Motion to put in new posts and leave as is; Meyer/---No second motion dies.  The intersection will remain as is, a 3 way stop w/light pole on NE corner of Walker St. south side of Alma St & 2 stop signs.
OLD BUSINESS
1. TID Agreements - Update
C/T Schutte said she received the signed copies of the Developers Agreement & the Guaranty Agreement from Mr Tachick & one copy was sent to Attorney Vande Castle….now waiting to find out what to do w/second payment.
NEW BUSINESS
Schutte said he got prices regarding the DNR building roof…Metal $10,000.00 & Shingle $7,000.00 both are materials only….Homontowski asked if the current shingles would be torn off & Schutte answered yes.  This is something that will need to get done soon since the roof is currently leaking….some discussion if the building is currently being used & the answer is yes for mostly storage.  The Board will look at this issue in the near future.
