1. February Activities – Update 
Chief Gross gave February activities as follows:  Apparatus & equipment:  Replaced front steer tires on our Heavy Rescue truck; Hydrants-in good working order; Fire/Emergency Call:  One call for Feb & two non-emergent calls; Membership/meetings:  Voted 1 new member on dept....16 members present at Feb meeting ; Training:  4 members completed entry level training….several members currently in State Cert 1 training in Town of Peshtigo...joint training w/Brazeau from Marinette & Oconto Cty DNR Rangers to gear up for the upcoming grass fire season; Inspections: All complete; Donations & Fundraisers:  None; Misc Info: VOP can send out 2016 billing to Town of Beaver for $6250.00....Martens asked if brush pile will get burned.   
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. February Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave February activities as follows:  fixed salter & repaired mailbox stand damage by a vehicle hit, but we don't know who hit it; pick up knocks when its cold at start up so, we will need to keep an eye on it; K.Schutte attended the WAA school & said they had a lot of really good information regarding forestry, trees, etc..; skidsteer tire rims were sandblasted & painted due to a leak at the rim bead & some rust; garbage truck ram is having some small issues in the freezing weather....it doesn't seem to happen when the weather is above freezing; K.Schutte gave the equipment usage (hrs-miles-total) report for 2015 as follows: 

Mower/blower: 94hrs-1387hrs total, Skidsteer: 58hrs-822hrs total, Garbage trk: 2764mi-228hrs/48,763mi-4077hrs total, Pick up: 6162mi-46,448mi total, Lift station generator: 23hrs-290hrs total, FD equipment: Brush trk: 188mi-41,450mi total, Pierce engine: 604mi-62hrs/10,127mi-543hrs total, UTV: 15hrs-315hrs total, Heavy rescue: 566mi-43hrs/80,828mi-7433hrs total, Tanker: 560mi-11,859mi total & Ladder trk: 44,953 total.
 K.Schutte said a taxpayer came to pay her tax bill of $4.44 & complained that Marinette Cty. doesn't seem to want to rectify this issue…the parcel #171-372.9 appears to be the easement along a portion of Cty. Q & a portion of 17th Rd...a “quick claim deed” for this parcel should be done…..Martens said VOP should send a letter to John LaFave at Land Information regarding this matter. (Homontowski came in during this report)  Martens said he was contacted regarding the extension of Kenyon St pass the RR tracks….K.Schutte will contact the RR regarding this matter; Construction Projects:  Kenyon St & Maple St - Update
K.Schutte said bids were let out & plans are available for the Kenyon St & Maple St utility & street construction.  K.Schutte suggests using the ground dug up from the street projects to be used in the TIF the road fill…approx. 800-1000 yrds of fill from these two projects but, first the topsoil will need to be stripped…K.Schutte got a quote for $3750.00 from Dan Risner for stripping off topsoil…some discussion & motion made to let Martens and Schutte make the decision on the topsoil removal in the TIF by Dan Risner for $3750.00 per quote; Meyer/Rogge; Vote 4/1-Vacancy; Carried.

Martens & K.Schutte said they haven’t heard anything at this time from the party interested in the TIF regarding any purchase of land….the interested party did like the lot plan layout.
