1. March Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave March activities as follows:  Spread 4.25TN salt & have 29.52TN left on hand.....WDNR inspection done on salt storage & we passed; caught 1 cat; fixed speed limit sign on top of overpass; skidsteer tires replaced; did locates; fixed street lights; heater in FD needs to be replaced....we continue to fix but it is really old & Coleman Heating-Daryl Rouse wanted to know what to do regarding replacement or keep fixing....some discussion & Rouse quoted $1900.00 to replace.....Motion to accept Coleman Heating quote of $1900.00 to install new heater ; Homontowski/Rogge; Vote 41-Vacancy; Carried.
2. Construction Projects:  Kenyon St & Maple St – Update

· Curb & Gutter Special Assessments – Update Property Owners
K.Schutte did some explaining on the street projects starting with Kenyon St...some discussion w/owners Maher & Demmith...after talking costs the footage per lot will be $12.88 per ft...neither owners were happy w/the special assessments; Maple St was next & the owners just had a concern w/water flow...they understood the assessment amounts...T.Schutte explained the payment options & stated this was done when Meyer & Walker St were done.  

Utility options:  8” vs 6” for $1900.00 more....some discussion, stay w/6” & Service lines will be plastic.

Street lights:  The light will be $2455.87 ea @ 15' ea....does not include installation; WPS lights are more expensive than our lights...we will save money if we put in our own lights...K.Schutte will get a quote for lights & installation.

Martens & K.Schutte got together regarding the fill from Kenyon & Maple to the TID for the road...Risner quote $3750.00 to strip first then the put the fill from street projects in for road bed....not to exceed $2500.00 for the first portion of the road bed.
