CLERK REPORT 
1. Approve April 2, 2018 Board Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve April 2, 2018 Board meeting minutes as written; Rogge/Navis; V-4/1-Meyer; Carried. 
FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. April Activities:  Chief Edgecombe was on fire a call so, no report.
· Fire Calls out of the Village – Who pays for the service?
C/T Schutte explained that the FD went to a call in a different municipality for snow removal on a barn & she was wondering who is paying for this call?  Why should the taxpayers of VOP pay for snow removal in a different town?  Some discussion…it was stated that the person should be billed.  Earley to get w/FD regarding this matter.
· FD Picnic & Fire Works
C/T Schutte asked what was going on w/FD Picnic so she could post the activities on the Village website & FB page…Earley will get w/FD & gather information.  Earley stated he spoke to the fireworks guy & asked if the Board if we want to have fireworks since the FD doesn’t want to contribute to the cost….last year the cost was $6,500.00 & the expense was to the taxpayers….some discussion….show of hands NOT to have fireworks 3-no/2-yes.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. April Activites
Schutte reported he plowed snow & spread 5.75TN of salt & have 3TN salt left from 50TN order…cleaned sidewalks & swept streets & a “Thank you” to the C.O.Peshtigo for a nice sweeper truck….fixed lights in FD DNR building due to corrosion of switches.
2. Walker St LRIP Project Update
Schutte reported the project is postponed until after the FD Picnic due to the weather issues, then the fill from the project can go into the park….the project will start Jun 18th.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Mfg & Mobile Home Community Update & Approval to move forward
Earley gave the floor to Mr Lepinski & Jeff Lieuwen of Rob Kamps Surveying…they presented two layout plans of the MMHC….some concern regarding the water drainage issues because after a 1” rainfall there was standing water that was backing up….there is currently an 18” pipe & Lieuwen suggests installing a 24” pipe....Navis asked who’s pipe is it?  Lieuwen said he couldn’t find anything in the historical records at the Cty but, didn’t look at the Village records… Earley stated this pipe drains the Village….discussion on the direction of diagonal, current direction, or straight east or the best way for the cost.  Some discussion regarding the “right-of-way” on the Lepinski parcel, west side, which should get rectified…some discussion on doing a “public dedication” on the map so the cost would not be so expensive to the Village, probably less than $1,000.00..…motion to move forward with fact the boundary line to be straighten out through the cheapest way possible and get bids on drainage pipe and proceed with moving forward; Amend motion to design and install a new drainage system; JH/---; V2/3; Not C.    
· Drainage Issue
Drainage issues discussed above.  Motion to get a price on putting in a new pipe in the existing place of the current pipe; Navis/Meyer; V5/0; C.  Schutte to get prices for next meeting along w/easement info from Lieuwen.  Mr Lepinski stated that they don’t want financing from the Village or sewer & water or plowing of the roads from the Village.  Mr Lepinski requested the costs for all issue be brought to the next meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
1. League of Municipality Seminar June 8, 2018 in Appleton
C/T Schutte asked if anyone was interested in going to the LOM seminar to please let her know to get registered…Meyer is going.
2. Alcohol License Application for Riiser Fuel LLC from May 30, 2018 to June 30, 2018
C/T Schutte explained that Schroeder Oil DBA Riiser Energy is selling their assets & changing their name to Riiser Fuels LLC so, their new name will be in effect for 1 month of the alcohol license period ending June 30, 2018 & will need a license for that month as Riiser Fuels LLC….motion to approve a new alcohol license due to name change for one month, May 30, 2018 to June 30, 2018; Meyer/Earley; V 3/2; C.  
3. Resolution #2018-71 Second Renewal Promissory Note w/Associated Bank
C/T Schutte reported this is a resolution renewing the loan for the second time at Associated Bank of $315,689.24 w/a payment of $3,375.73/month.  Motion we pass the Resolution #2018-71; Meyer/Navis; V 5/0; C.
4. Ordinance #2009-5 Amend Section “Notice of Violation”
C/T Schutte reported that this ordinance has issues regarding number of days vehicles & debris must be removed which is currently 5 & said there were other issues within the ordinance such as “36 shall cause” under the “Notice of Violatio”….some discussion….Motion Under Section 10-2009-08 e)Enforcement 1)Notice of Violation remove the number 36 to read “enforcement officer shall cause” and also change 5 days to 10 days under “If said vehicles or debris is not removed within” and under 2)Removal; Impoundment; Sale. “If such vehicle or debris is not removed within 20 days” should be changed to ten(10) days as well and also, any other days listed in compliance with this ordinance change them to ten(10) days as well; Navis/Meyer; V 5/0; C.
5. Ordinance #2018-01 Grass Clippings & Raking Leaves into Streets

C/T Schutte reported residents are blowing their leaves & grass clippings into the Village streets which cause the debris to go into the neighbors yards….some discussion…the ordinance was read out loud & the Board needs to make a discussion on the penalty amount….some discussion…Motion to put a $50.00 penalty and pass Ordinance 2018-01; Navis/Earley; V 5/0; C.
6. Ordinance #2018-02 Amend Snow Removal #01-01-00

C/T Schutte reported the Village has a current snow removal ordinance that she tweaked w/this new ordinance….Navis said he had a problem w/the first sentence in under Section 2 Streets that states the resident should remove snow & ice from the street….some discussion….it was decided to remove the first sentence under Section 2 Streets…..Earley asked for dollar amounts under penalties….some discussion…..let’s put the amounts at $50.00 & $150.00.  Motion to pass Ordinance #2018-02 minus the first three lines of number 2 under Streets and that the penalty be $50.00 but not more than $150.00; Navis/Meyer; V 5/0; C.
7. Area Wide Spring Sales May 18 & 19, 2018

C/T Schutte stated this is a reminder.
8. Spring Clean Up May 19, 2018

C/T Schutte reported Spring Clean Up is from 9am-2pm w/no garbage.
9. Pound Arbor Day May 19, 2018

C/T Schutte reported that the VOP does have a Tree Program & if you want a tree, you need to take care of the tree & sign the agreement that you will do so….we are a Tree City USA & having this helps w/the program….Schutte also attends the annual WAA for education on forestry.
