1. May Activities – Update

1. May Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave May activities as follows:  Remove bump out flags; haul out village hall parking lot gravel, from the clean-up project, to 141BP for road fill along with some fill from Bieber Storage; fixed broken window at DNR building; took garbage truck to be fixed in Shawano....hydraulics; still need to do some winter clean-up on equipment; and still looking for summer help for lawncare, ie. Mowing grass.
2. Construction Projects:  Kenyon St & Maple St – Update
K.Schutte gave an update to the street projects as follows:  Maple St has been started....water & sewer will be done tomorrow if it doesn't rain.....the phone lines were out due to crew cutting through line....Martens asked about a power line that is overhead & suggests to be buried....some discussion....K.Schutte will be getting with the crew for the next step in the process.....project is running pretty smooth except for phone line cable.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
1. TIF – Update 
Martens said getting some odds & ends together….. we need to name some streets in the 141 Business Park...A-Memorial Drive, B-Oak St & C-Cedar St were suggested.....Motion to approve map and name the streets in the 141 Business Park as (A) Memorial Drive, (B) Oak St and (C) Cedar St on our industrial park plan; Martens/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried. Construction debris, wood of any kind, furniture, appliances (TV, microwave, etc…), matresses, toilets, plumbing, paint & any containers, chemicals of any kind, any petroleum products, animal waste or bi-products, metal, iron, wire, banding, tires and tubes…..this list should be given to T.O.Beaver attendant to watch that these items don’t go into the truck.  The VOP residents are to take their recyclables to TOBeaver….hours Wed. 4p-7p & Sat. 8a-noon.
