Earley asked to approve June 12, 2017 agenda….motion to approve June 12, 2017 agenda; Meyer/Rogge; Vote 5/0; Carried.
CLERK REPORT – Approval of Meeting Minutes
1. Approve May 8, 2017 Board Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve May 8, 2017 Board meeting minutes as written; Rogge/Navis; Vote 5/0; Carried.
FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. May Activities – Update 
April Activities Reported by  : Apparatus & Equipment in good working order & some air tanks went in for hydro testing; Hydrants in good working order; Fire/Emergency Calls: 1 vehicle & 1 structure fire; Membership & Meetings reviewed calls & discussed upcoming picnic; Training none; Inspections Prue has completed ; Donations & Fundraisers $4500.00 donation to rebuild the Heavy Rescue motor.
2. 2017 FD Picnic - Update
Picnic is set & ready to go....this year FD did a sweepstakes instead of raffle tickets
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. May Activites – Update 
May Activities Reported by K.Schutte:  Completed all crack sealing, Memorial Dr curb & pavement complete, All street light bulbs changed except on Meyer, mower repair being done ….water pump needs replacement & $350 mandrel each & we need 3....issues w/the mower & is starting cost $1000/yr M/R....K.Schutte said we've had problems from the beginning & was in for service many, many times ….a new JD just the mower is $19,000-$20,000 w/2yr warranty on everything unlimited hrs or 3yr warranty on unlimited hrs...Schutte suggests buy new JD for mowing & keeping the New Holland for snow blowing....some discussion to get a price on a mower deck for NH & fix what needs to be fixed & get prices from other JD dealers; lifting MH in Bus.141; pick up trk. Has oil leak & needs to be repaired along w/bad injector....30hrs to take off head....Schutte asked if the trk should go into Kudicks for the repairs....Navis suggests taking to Kudicks....Schutte taking to Kudicks.
2. Property Maintenance for 105 & 109 Colburn – Action to be taken
Schutte said a letter will be sent to all the properties that need to be taken care of….C/T Schutte suggests VOP should amend our ordinance to include the process of condemning a property for health & safety purposes….some discussion on the steps to condemn a property & will check into this further to see what can be done with these properties.  Schutte asked what is happening w/the Risner building at the corner of Q & Walker regarding property maintenance…Navis stated the FD is renting the building & DPW equipment is back in the other building….Schutte stated no one told him anything & he was wondering who was maintaining the property since the grass is about a foot or two tall….Rogge said Mel was cutting the grass as we speak….Earley said he attended the last FD meeting & he said the FD is renting the Risner building for $350/month for certain equipment…the rent will come from the FD. 
3. Street Construction Standards Policy - Review
Schutte asked if we are changing our current driveway paving policy which is.....paving the easement portion of the driveway....Earley suggests the property owner should be able to do what they want with their property & doesn’t agree with the apron work as a mandatory since the particular resident wants to have a concrete driveway.....some discussion….Navis suggests having a policy &/or statement & putting this in a motion….Earley asked why the VOP is snow blowing some of the sidewalks & not others like Cty. Q….Schutte said because some of the sidewalks are cracked & heaved so the blower can’t go over the bad walks….Earley suggests putting this item on the next meeting agenda for the public to be able to have their say.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
1. Memorial Dr Street Project - Update
Schutte stated curb, gutter & pavement are all done....the retaining wall needs to be completed.....prep work needs to be done first.
2. DEI Developers Agreement - Approval
C/T Schutte presented the completed Developers & Guaranty Agreements for approval & signature…..Navis asked if there was any change to the agreement prior to this completed version….C/T Schutte said the only change was in the name of the company…Dairyland to DEI Genesis motion that our Village President sign the Guaranty Agreement we made with DEI Genesis; Meyer/Rogge; Vote 5/0; Carried.  
OLD BUSINESS
1. Bay-Lake Regional GIS mapping assistance – Accept Contract for mapping completion
C/T Schutte explained the mapping assistance VOP received regarding the grant of 20hrs to do mapping but needed more hrs. to complete a master map which work will cost of $795.00.  Motion to accept the contract for Bay-Lake Regional GIS mapping assistance; Earley/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried.

C/T Schutte said everything is a go & if anyone is interested in helping, please let her know.

Schutte said the furnace burnt out a few months ago & needs to be replaced....Earley asked why we  need 2 if 1 has been working....some discussion....motion to purchase a new furnace from Thoune Heating for $3,369.00; Navis/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried. 
3. Municipal Court Joint Venture with Coleman - Discussion
Earley read a letter he received from the Village of Coleman Judge, Clifford Patz, regarding the offer to come into a Municipal Court joint venture with VOColeman & TOPound.....this would be a shared cost with each municipality participating....Board members said they didn't think the VOPound needed this service at this time.
