Martens asked to make a change to the Aug agenda….to move the Public comment up after Community development item #1-Curtis Schroeder of CCC for a presentation by Connie Loden of New North, Inc; Motion to move Public Comment up after Community Development item #1, Dairyland Plan submittal; Meyer/Rogge; Vote 4/1(Navis); Carried. 1. July Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave July activities as follows:  Replaced light pole & person that hit it paid it in full; cleaned up screws hwy at 64 & Bus. 141 that appeared to have fell out of a vehicle; went to Cedar Corp regarding retention pond & put in a temp pond today; garbage truck acting up again....the hydraulics for the compactor & will contact the mechanics to see what to do; Schutte installed a well on Maple St to help dry the road up....can't asphalt because the road is too wet; fixed exit lights at community center; put a notice on a car to have it removed at Pitcher Apts....the car is no longer there & was removed; worked on 141 Business Park paperwork.

C/T Schutte said this issue is still a problem....some people are still burning garbage….some discussion.  Martens said if any of the Board Members see someone burning garbage they should tell them to stop.

C/T Schutte stated that the VOP has 4 accounts at Associated Bank, 2 checking & 2 money market, & gets a monthly service charge of $10 to do online banking….C/T Schutte also stated the VOP has the same amount of accounts at Peshtigo National Bank & gets NO monthly charges…..some discussion.  C/T Schutte said anything involving the State gets deposited into the PNB accounts so, should we keep the AB accounts or should we move the money to PNB?
