3. BUSINESS PARK – Business Park Development options
Martens introduced Hartnell & gave her the floor.  Hartnell called Jennifer Pruschnek w/Rural Development to put on speaker phone for the meeting.  After getting connected w/Jennifer & introducing all present, Martens explained that the VOP wants to develop the 25 acre business park which runs along USH 141 & Bus.141/CTH CP.  Concerns regarding the development would be water capacity, sight planning, hwy. access, etc…  VOP needs to identify their strengths & weaknesses.  W.Gross asked for an explanation of what a “TID” district is, how it works & who would be in one.  Burr gave an explanation of the TID District structure, placement, taxation, etc…  Tax income from a TIF can be used to pay debt, infrastructure, insensitive, etc…; typical length is 20 years.  The tax base rates remain the same, but the jurisdiction division changes; all tax revenue stays in the TID until the TID is paid for & closed.  The big question is “why here?”  Burr & Hartnell feel the current location of the business park is not the best regarding hwy. access; VOP may want to look at becoming a “bedroom community”.
