Chief Gross gave December activities as follows:  Apparatus & equipment:  All in good working order; Hydrants- in good working order; Fire/Emergency Call:  No calls in Dec; Membership/meetings:  1 new fully trained member application...Austin Reedman, 1 new application...Chris Giesnas, 1 fully trained member approved to join...Ryan Waggle; Training:  14 members attended a refresher on pumps, engines, ladder truck, tender operations & rural water supply, 4 members signed up for entry level training; Inspections:  All compliant w/State regulations; Donations & Fundraisers:  Helen Zeitler $25.00, Tom Prue $450.00, local business donated multiple minitor 6 pagers @ $2500.00 value, Pound member donated ice auger @$950.00 value; exploring an option to purchase 1 engine w/donated funds to serve for grass fires, fires in the woods or farm fields & to serve as fill unit for water tenders....this is a 1982 International w/18,000 miles, water capacity is 750GPM, cost is $1600.00 & insurance would be around $160.00/yr.  
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. December Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave December activities as follows:  Put up all Christmas decorations, 1 load salt 23.63TN w/17TN left from last year w/a total on hand of 40TN; took 2 dogs in to animal shelter in Menominee, MI; fixed hydraulic on garbage truck & fell on ground & hurt R-shoulder; Meyer said the Christmas light is out at her house on the WPS pole & Martens said one on Cty. C/T Schutte said she talked w/R & R Assessing on the status change & Nate said he sent a letter to Mr. Huber (new owner) asking for tax exempt filing paperwork along w/any other paperwork needed to be eligible for the exemption.  C/T Schutte stated she use to send out an invoice in December for the PILOT….the Board said to send out a bill for last year & to contact R & R Assessing to find out the responsible party for the error so it doesn’t happen again & to check on another property at 3010 Business 141…Pound Adult Family Living.
