CLERK REPORT – Approval of Meeting Minutes

FIRE DEPT. REPORT 

1. January Activities - Update
Tyler Gross gave report of January activities as follows:  Apparatus & equipment in good working order; Hydrants in good working order; 1 call for a structure fire…mutual aide w/Coleman FD…Race house on STH 64; VOP FD is in the process of interviewing 3 members; 6 members will be finishing up w/Officer training at Little River FD; no other info. 
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

1. January Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave report for December activities as follows:  All Christmas lights & decorations are down, being cleaned & repaired prior to storing….redoing all pole decorations w/new lights & garland (commercial quality materials); DNR building basement sump pump project almost done…see photo; Jan.snow & ice control as follows…spread 2.45TN salt & 14.45 sand…on hand 30.78TN salt & 22.40TN sand; 2014 equipment hrs. as follows…New Holland mower/snowblower 155hrs, Case skid steer 77hrs, Garbage truck 334hrs-4175mi, F350 pick up 5777mi, Onan Generator 2hrs, FD brush truck 364mi, FD Engine 65hrs-679mi, Bob Cat 14hr, Heavy Rescue 45hrs-551mi & Water tanker 631mi; 911 system & Bus.141/CP issues…Schutte contacted other counties to see how they handled multi-named roadways & stated they don’t have the problems we are having w/Marinette Cty…Schutte also said Coleman told all their residents on Bus.141 to call it CP for emergencies & Bus.141 for everything else; Schutte also brought up the garbage problems (Old Bus. item) regarding Pitcher Apts & Ermis Apts….these apartment buildings have a lot of garbage that sits around untagged & is an eye sore…the VOP should do something to resolve this matter, since this is an ongoing problem…Martens stated VOP will send letter regarding VOP clean-up of garbage & will bill the property owners or apply to tax bill.

C/T Schutte handed out copies of C.O.Peshtigo Covenants for review & informational only….to see what another community has done in their TIF; Martens asked Board members to take home & review for discussion at Mar. 2nd meeting, then will approve & set price for land at Mar. 11th at 6pm TIF meeting…will try to get REL to attend.

Martens said “VOP would like to welcome new businesses to the Village…Grandma Birdies DayCare (Robin Bayer), Town & Community Ins (Tyler Gross), Turner Gross Ins (Turner Gross), Pound Plaza Business Center (Kevin & Trish Schutte) along w/D&S Worm Farm (Dennis Lepinski).
2. Coleman Rescue Special Meeting Feb. 25th – Village Representative
Martens stated Coleman Rescue will be having a meeting on Feb. 25th w/the municipalities it serves, to discuss how the municipal portions are derived.  Martens said he will not be able to attend, so he asked Board members for anyone to represent VOP…..Trustee May & Rogge said they would attend. 
3. Parkview Apt. Inc (ie. A Northern Adventure) – 2014 PILOT payment

C/T Schutte said she received a call from a title company regarding the Parkview Apts.(A Northern Adventure, owner Bob Huber) PILOT bill for 2014.  She stated there was nothing on the title info request for any special assessments, so she’s wondering why Mr. Huber received a bill.  C/T Schutte explained that she forgot & didn’t realize the PILOT, which is billed Dec. 1st each year, should have been applied to the assessment sheet as a special assessment.  Rogge said Huber bought property end of Aug.2014, so the PILOT should have been Parkview Apts Inc from Jan thru Aug & Huber Sep thru Dec.  C/T Schutte explained PILOT stand in VOP only, Parkview Apts Inc has been dissolved & Kathy Richards Management gave all documents to Huber & has nothing to do w/this property any longer.  After some discussion, the Board agreed to rescind the bill w/nothing owed.  Motion to rescind all charges and write off the 2014 PILOT bill to Parkview Apartments Inc; May/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried.
