1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER & ROLL CALL 
Meeting called to order by President Martens at 6:00pm.
Board Present: Jay Martens, Mary Meyer, Barb Kleikamp, John Homontowski, Tyler Gross & C/T Schutte

2. AGENDA - Approve March Agenda 
Schutte asked for approval of the March agenda as written.  Motion to approve the March agenda as written; by Meyer/Homontowski; Vote 5/0; Carried. 
3. CLERK REPORT
A. Approve February 6th Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve the February 6th meeting minutes as written; by Kleikamp/Homontowski; Vote 5/0; Carried.
4. FIRE DEPT. REPORT
A. February Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross reported February activities as follows:  no major equipment problems, batteries need to be changed in one scba pk & re-calibration needs to be done on the co-detector; one mva w/12 members present for patient extrication; Feb. training on hydrants use, water supply & scene safety; confined space training done at VanDeWalle Farms w/ 4 members; a special “Thank You” goes out to VanDeWalle Farms for their donation of $1000.00 to VOP FD  & FD received a box of batteries from Duracell; VOP FD invited to attend the Coleman-Pound Lions club dinner meeting on Wednesday to accept a donation for the FD; a total of 79 hours of training for February.
5. PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

A. February Activities - Update
K.Schutte reported February activities as follows:  garbage truck tire fixed; salt inspection done w/WDNR & everything was done correct, salt usage for February was 10.9TN w/10-12TN left; trees were pruned & branches chip on west side of VOP (east side to be done next); chipped brush at park where someone dumped & wasn’t suppose too…since the waste bin area has been closed…Schutte stated he needs to get a loader to move the concrete weights…Martens suggests installing a gate to close park for the winter season….Schutte will look into a gate for the park; Schutte installed the overhead door opener, built & installed pipe rack at FD building, Schutte had the FD/shop building (treadmill room) & VOP hall small areas  foam insulated; Schutte said the street light bulbs will be changed as they burn out since we were sent the wrong ones in the beginning (no charge to the VOP); garbage truck needs new rear tires..…Martens prices were as follows:  14 ply no installation included - Bridgestone $285ea, GoodYear $355ea, Handcook $322ea (Jerry’s Tire Center) & Schutte said he got pretty much the same prices w/$30 per tire installation.  Martens stated if there was no objection, (no objection from the Board) Schutte should get the tires.

C. Utility BAN interim funding – Follow up & review Resolution #2012-46
Martens stated we received new information regarding the BAN renewal.  The BAN balance is $785,000.00 w/a 4.0% interest rate & the re-issue costs of $90,000.00 w/HSE (the original issuer) or we can go w/Bank North in Crivitz w/a 3.5% interest rate for 3 years, amortized over 15 years, which would save $90,000.00 in re-issue costs & 1/2% interest. Martens asked for any questions or concerns regarding the loan option; clarification made on savings through the loan option rather than bond renewal.  

7. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2012-46 – Funds borrowed for Water & Sewer Utility System
Martens asked for Board approval for Resolution #2012-46 to borrow the money for the payoff of the interim funding note.  Motion to pass Resolution #2012-46 to payoff BAN via note/loan; Meyer/Kleikamp; Vote 5/0; Carried
