OLD BUSINESS

1. Business 141/USH 64 Interchange – Progress Report
Martens stated he attended a meeting last week regarding the 141/64 interchange at the Coleman HS.  The proposed interchange will have round-abouts on USH 64 on the east & west sides of USH 141; to have off ramps would cost an additional $400,000 to $1,000,000 dollars because the bridge would have to be wider; 58’ vs 85’.  The T.O.Beaver & T.O.Pound do not want to have any costs, such as maintenance issues mowing grass or keeping up planter boxes, etc., fall back on their municipalities.  Another informational meeting will be held on Wednesday, April 17th at the Coleman HS.
