A. March Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross reported March activities as follows:  2008 fire truck taken down for DOT inspection, oil change, & recall work performed; 3 mutual aid calls in March; 15 members at March meeting & reviewed calls, discussed trainings, inspected equipment, 1 new application; 30 hrs. community service helping Klondike church clean up; donation from C-P Lioness Club of $200.00 & chicken dinner; FD would like to get w/Board regarding evac & disaster plans for tornado, etc…

K.Schutte reported March activities as follows:  clean & organize DNR building, used 6400# salt in March w/5-8TN salt left, washed garbage truck & salter, removed snow blower & fixed mower, cameras up & running at Park, Girls Little League wants to use our Park on Mon & Wed, working on getting banners replaced & adding new banners, & the fundraiser for the concrete at the Park pavilion raised enough money to start the project…A.C. Sawdust will pay for shortage of any money needed to finish the project………….THANK YOU to ALL who helped in this project by donations or workers.  Also, the people living at 4033 Business 141 have done a real nice job of cleaning up the property but, have farm animals such as chickens, that are in violation of ordinance #2010-01 & need to be removed.
