CALL MEETING TO ORDER & ROLL CALL 
Meeting called to order by President Earley at 6:00pm.

Earley asked for motion to approve April 2, 2018 agenda; Rogge/Homontowski; V-5/0; Carried. 
CLERK REPORT 
1. Approve March 5, 2018 Board Meeting Minutes 
Earley asked for motion to approve March 5, 2018 Board meeting minutes as written; Meyer/Rogge; V-5/0; Carried. 
FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. March Activities:  Chief Edgecombe’s March report as follows:  

· Apparatus & Equipment:  One tender needs a new light bar
· Fire/Emergency Calls:  None
· Membership & Meetings:  Monthly business meeting was on March 5th
· Training:  Done at meeting on March 5th
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. March Activites:  March activities report by K.Schutte as follows: 
Getting ready for spring……preparing the new JD mower….Schutte found a broken light pole that could be used on Walker St project & will need to put in a footing…..Schutte said the C.O.Peshtigo is selling their street sweeper & suggests VOP put in a bid to buy it; we spend $1,000.00-$1,200.00/yr cleaning our streets one time/yr & if we had our own, we could clean them more often; Schutte suggests offering $4,500.00…discussion; motion to authorize K.Schutte, DPW, to offer the City of Peshtigo $4,500.00 for their street sweeper; Navis/Earley; V-5/0; Carried.
2. Walker St LRIP Project Update
Schutte stated above regarding the use of a broken street light to be used at the corner of Walker & Alma….Mr Lepinski asked about the water drainage from that street after the project is done & has a concern of where that water is going to run…his understanding is the water drains in his field behind his worm farm & has a concern regarding the volume of water since that is the place where he wants to build a Mfgd-Mobile Home Park/Community…some discussion & will have to look into this matter further. 
OLD BUSINESS
1. TID Agreements Follow Up
C/T Schutte gave Earley the email she received from attorney Vande Castle regarding the final incentive payment to DEI Genesis…Earley read the email out loud & it sounds like we need to pay but, the VOP is still due the difference because of the lower valuation….C/T Schutte will find out more prior to issuing a check.
2. Employee Health Insurance
C/T Schutte stated the 50% portion cost of health insurance from the ETF would be $1,716.94 best plan or $1,429.34 HD plan; the VOP portion/yr of $20,603.28 or $17,152.08…some discussion w/VOP not going to pay that amount of money…C/T Schutte stated that a stipend could be paid & in the motion the VOP said it would pay $663.94/month & not to exceed $9,000.00/yr….Schutte said he’s paying for his own all these years & had asked the VOP for insurance three yrs ago & still nothing… Navis stated that we said we would pay the $663.94/month so, motion to pay $663.94 per month retroactive to January 1, 2018; Navis/Meyer; V-4/1 (Earley); Carried.  C/T Schutte trying to find something more cost effective.
3. Community Center Rental Agreement

C/T Schutte brought up the current rental options we have at the Community Center (CC) which are as follows… $100.00 Full building w/kitchen & $50.00 Building only NO kitchen; with no amount for a small group ie, less than 20 people….some discussion & explanation of how the rent was done many years ago which was based on event & number of people….most Brd Members agree to get something rather than nothing…C/T Schutte to draw up a commitment contract for the next meeting. 
NEW BUSINESS
1. Mobile Home Park
Mr Lepinski presented a proposal to put in a Manufactured and Mobile Home Park/Community (MMHC) on his property right behind his worm farm located across the street from 4004 Business 141….Mr Lepinski said he is in the early stages of the project w/just completing the survey of the lot….he will come back to the Board at a later date w/more details….some discussion….Mr Lepinski asked what the Board’s thoughts are about creating a MMHC & all aspects that go with it….some discussion about property tax affect…Mr Lepinski wants to know if the Board is good w/this type of project….the Board has some issues regarding the appearances of the property....Mr Lepinski stated he will be monitoring the appearances of the property & will not be allowing run down homes or properties….the Board is in favor of Mr Lepinski to move forward.
2. Mobile Home Park Ordinance 1965

C/T Schutte stated that K.Schutte contacted the LOM regarding the change in statue numbers w/our ordinance referencing the ss of 66.058 which is now ss 66.0435…the LOM states the new ss 66.0435 supersedes the old number & is the ordinance used.
3. Spring Election April 3rd
C/T Schutte reminded everyone the April 3rd election is tomorrow w/polls opening at 7am & close at 8pm.
4. VOP Arbor Day Proclamation

C/T Schutte stated the VOP is a Tree City USA & one requirement is to have a proclamation regarding Arbor Day.  The VOP Arbor Day Proclamation was read out loud by Earley & states the VOP Arbor Day is May 19, 2018.
