K.Schutte gave March activities as follows:  Been doing inventory; checking ditches & culverts for freezing; started crack sealing streets; working on Demmith property matter; Schutte mentioned the Homontowski property regarding the connection of two buildings on two different parcels, which is not league…C/T Schutte stated that he was supposed to quick claim deed those parcels years ago…he will have to take care of that as soon as possible; tree cutting being done by VOP FD & found property line pin is missing after the survey had been done…Schutte suggests laying laterals for water/sewer lines to the area behind FD bldg. where possible new shop would be built…Martens wants 2 estimates; Schutte asked about putting in sod or grass seed for the ball field…he got a cost of $1.60/sq.ft for sod or grass seed w/fertilizer & straw at $700.00…some discussion on the condition of field regarding the drainage project started last year…the field & grass area needs leveling & grass planting…the grass/fertilizer would be cheaper but will take longer to grow…looks like no little league played at the Pound Park this year…Schutte told to go the less expensive route; working on the quilt display, but to use UV glass will be approx. $100 more than the approve total cost of $500…some discussion, motion to use the UV glass instead of regular glass for the quilt display at a cost of $100.00 more for a total cost of $600.00 rather than $500.00; by Rogge/May; Vote 4/1(Gross); Carried
