The FD is looking at purchasing a used refurbished fully equipped & rebuilt 50’ aerial truck w/donated & fundraised money for this piece of equipment. Chief showed photos of truck & some discussion regarding storage of vehicle…Chief said they would store brush truck in a different building…Chief stated FD was looking for approval to purchase…motion to approve the purchase of the refurbished aerial truck; May/Homontowski; Vote 5/0; Carried
