CALL MEETING TO ORDER & ROLL CALL 
Meeting called to order by President Martens at 5:45pm.
Board Present: Jay Martens, Tyler Gross, Mary Meyer, Wayne Gross, Jerry Rogge & C/T Schutte

AGENDA - Approve May Agenda 
Martens asked to move up Park ball field, item #2 under Public Works, to follow Starzer Meats.  Motion to approve of the May agenda with adjustment; by Meyer/W.Gross; Vote 5/0; Carried. 
WELCOME NEW ELECTED BOARD MEMBERS

Martens “welcomed” newly elected member Jerry Rogge & re-elected Tyler Gross.

STARZER MEATS – OPEN HOUSE INFO BY TAMMY UHL

Martens introduced Tammy Uhl from Starzer Meats.  Uhl said Starzer Meats was having an Open House on Saturday, May 11th from 11am-1pm w/a live broadcast from Bay Cities Radio.  There will be food refreshments to show off their new retail showroom; a variety of different items for sale.  Hours open are Mon-Fri 8am-4pm & Sat 8am-12pm.  Everyone is welcome to stop in & check out the new showroom.  
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

2. Park ball field – Little League ball field lighting

Martens introduced members (Paul Huberty, Tom Zablocki, Jodi Bintz, Mitch Zeitler) of the Beaver-Pound Little League (BP LL)  & Sony Graese of Graese Electric regarding the lighting project at the Park ball field; Martens wants everyone on the same page.  Paul Huberty stated the intentions of the BP-LL about installing lights on the ball field.  Approx. 8-9 lights will be installed w/funding to be done by BP-LL; only cost to the village taxpayers for this project would be the wire & Schuttes’ time; poles, light fixtures, & labor is all donated.  Ron King has already raised $2650.00 for this project.  The lights will be installed behind the outfield fence & one behind home plate.  They would like to have the project done before the end of June.  BP-LL also has a goal to get a lighted score board, so if anyone is interested in donating, please see BP-LL members.  Question was asked about camping at the park for ball tournaments; not a problem use common sense regarding grass area.  Martens & Board “Thanks” BP-LL for all their hard work done at the Park.

FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1.  April Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross gave report for April activities as follows:  all apparatus & equipment in good working order & 10 SCBA tanks are due for hydro testing; hydrants in good working order; 1 mutual aid call w/T.O.Brazeau for large grass fire & 12 members responded; 18 members at last meeting & went over tanker truck; reviewed fundraising & inspected equipment; training w/T.O.Lake & T.O.Grover, were able to attend Oconto Mabas meeting, & NWTC training for air monitoring & reading smoke; inspections are up to date; donation by Helen Zeitler & raffle tickets are going very well; tanker has been touched up by Timeless Restoration in Pound for $1200.00 pd. In full from their fundraising money; 2 members attended the Marinette Mabas meeting.
2. 2013 FD Picnic – Update

Chief Gross said raffle ticket sales are going very well & T Schutte said everything is coming together & will be doing advertising for the picnic this month.  K.Schutte mentioned a “street party” for the centennial next year, just an FYI.   
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

1. April Activities - Update
K.Schutte gave report for April activities as follows:  fixed hydraulic hose broke on garbage truck; fixed speed limit sign on Bus.141 by overpass; installed VOP sign on Cty. Q east; park will be open this week; attended a bankruptcy court hearing regarding a bankruptcy notice the VOP received; crack sealing being done; will be sweeping sidewalks; cleaned up salt bin; CenturyLink is doing mapping for fiber optic installation. 
OLD BUSINESS

1. Focus Energy – Light fixtures for possible purchase
Martens brought up the Focus on Energy light fixture program for review of potential savings to the VOP.  VOP cost for the fixture replacements are DNR/FD bldg. $539.00, Community Center $154.00 & Village Hall $129.00.  Motion to accept Graese Electric to relamp the DNR/FD building, the Village Hall and Community Center for the amount of $822.00; W.Gross/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried  
2. Recycling Program – Review Recycling Ordinance

K Schutte this ordinance is part of the recycling program we share w/T.O.Beaver; WDNR rep says VOP needs to have their own ordinance.  W.Gross wants to table this matter until we see TOBeaver ordinance; tabled until next meeting.  Recycling information will be put into the next utility bills.

4. Business 141/USH 64 Interchange – Progress Report

Martens stated that he & Schutte attended the April 24th public meeting w/WDOT.  There will be lit round-abouts at the interchange, no land needed, construction to start in spring of 2014 & end late 2014, 12’ lanes & 10’ shoulders.  A maintenance agreement will be needed to do any lawncare.  The overpass to have stained stone block design imbedded into the concrete & sidewalks on both sides w/no snowmobile crossing.    
NEW BUSINESS
1. Inspection Services – Correspondence from Tom Smith Inspections LLC
Martens stated he was contacted by Tom Smith of Inspection Services LLC w/regards to building inspector services; currently the VOP uses whoever the state of WI gives us to use; this is for new dwellings.  Suggestion to place an ad in the Times looking for a building inspector.  
2. Board Of Review – Select Board, date & time of Board Of Review

T.Schutte spoke w/R & R Assessing w/regards to Open Book & Board Of Review dates & times.  Suggestion for Open Book is June 4th at 2pm-4pm; Board Of Review could be June 19th at 5pm-7pm.  Martens said he couldn’t make it until 5:30pm.  Last year’s Board was Martens, T.Schutte, Meyer & Kleikamp.  The 2013 Board Of Review Board will be Martens, Schutte, Meyer, & Rogge.  Motion to have Board Of Review on June 19, 2013 from 5:30pm to 7:30pm, with Board being Jay Martens, Tricia Schutte, Mary Meyer, and Jerry Rogge; Meyer/Martens; Vote 5/0 Carried.
