Earley asked to approve May 8, 2017 agenda….motion to approve May 8, 2017 agenda; Rogge/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried.

All introduced themselves.
CLERK REPORT – Approval of Meeting Minutes
1. Approve April 3, 2017 Board Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve April 3, 2017 Board meeting minutes as written;  Meyer/Rogge ; Vote 5/0; Carried.

FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. April Activities – Update 
April Activities Reported by Assist Chief Rogodzinski: Apparatus & Equipment in good working order; Hydrants in good working order; Fire/Emergency Calls 1-Mutual aid grass fire & 1-Structure fire; Membership & Meetings Business meeting was a review of calls & planned picnic; Training on grass fires; Inspections are currently being done; Donations & Fundraisers final details are being done on picnic 
New officers: Chief Gross / Assist Chief Rogodzinski / Capatin Edgecombe & M.Gross / TOBeaver Battalion Officer Zaidel / Lieutenants Wos & C.Gisenas / Safety Homontowski & Prue....Larry Wilson is retiring but will help w/picnic.
2. 2017 FD Picnic - Update
Picnic is being worked on...Friday night will be Little League tournament, Saturday will be Little League tournament, truck & tractor pulls & DJ...Earley said he spoke to the fireworks guy & will spend approximately $6000.00 to $8000.00....Earley suggests $7,000.00....some discussion on who pays for the fireworks & how it was done in the past….C/T Schutte said she use to send out a letter asking for a donation & would get around $3000.00 to $3500.00 to help with fireworks cost….the Board asked if the FD was going to contribute to the cost of the show….Rogodzinski said “no, the FD doesn’t make much money as it is on the picnic”…..motion to spend $6500.00 on the FD picnic fireworks; Homontowski/Rogge; Vote 5/0; Carried.  Navis asked about alcohol being sold at the VOP events & wants it in the record that he, Navis, objects to the selling of alcohol for VOP events…Homontowski also objects to this fact.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. April Activites – Update 
April Activities Reported by K.Schutte:  Fixed grass, installed tire on PU, opened up park & had to fix plumbing in bathrooms, fixed O ring on garbage trk. For the compactor, removed weights, re installed park cameras....1 bad camera needs to be fixed; a sump pump was found in village sanitary system…the owner was notified to remove it & discharging should be outside to the curb & gutter/ditches…the volume dropped about 3-4000 gals/day after this one was corrected…Schutte will be doing more inspections & if violations are found a penalty of $2500.00/day/violation will be billed.  
2. Street Projects – 5 year Capital Improvement plan & Engineering
Schutte stated the engineer was here regarding the Capital improvement planning for grants which was discussed at last meeting….Keemo do the work & submit for grant applications, then if the application was successful, the VOP would be invoiced for work performed including application fee ....motion to hire Keemo, Inc to create a master plan for capital improvements for the Village of Pound; Meyer/Rogge; Vote 5/0; Carried.

Schutte stated the LRIP reimbursement that was for Maple & Kenyon is still available but, we need to come up w/another project...some discussion on doing Walker St....we need to hire the engineering to have a plan for the LRIP funds....motion to hire engineering to draw plan for Walker St from Alma to end of Walker south; Meyer/Rogge; Vote 5/0; Carried.
3. Property Maintenance for 105 & 109 Colburn – Action to be taken
Schutte brought up 2 properties on Colburn St....105 & 109, for the property maintenance issues....neither home are livable w/lots of garbage, etc...Schutte said the village needs to do something about the mess at both properties.  Schutte stated that 105 Colburn owner was offer money but wouldn’t take it & the house is in REALLY bad shape…some discussion on “condemning” the property, no one is living at 105 Colburn currently....C/T Schutte suggests calling the LOM to find out how to proceed forward regarding 105 Colburn St....Schutte will send letter to 109 Colburn St to have the residents clean up their property. 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
1. Developers Agreement w/Dairyland – Update
C/T Schutte stated there’s nothing to report as of today.
2. Memorial Dr Street Project - Update
Schutte stated curb & gutter will be started tomorrow.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Bay-Lake Regional GIS mapping assistance – Update
C/T Schutte said we received a contract from Josh at Bay-Lake Regional to continue w/the mapping of utility system into the master map at a cost of $795.00….some discussion but item tabled for June meeting so contract can be reviewed.  C/T Schutte also stated that the check sent to MCABI for a contribution due to work done on the Gold Shovel program, was sent back w/a letter.  The letter stated that the MCABI cannot accept this money for doing this work because it’s their job.  So, we can put the $500 towards the cost of our mapping.
2. Park Batting Cage – Update
Earley said BP LL contacted him regarding the batting cage....they want pea gravel installed....Schutte was planting grass but stopped....Earley said they can install the gravel at NO cost to the Pound tax payers.....BP LL will pay & contract Risner themselves to do the work.  
3. VOP Car Show - Update 
C/T Schutte said working on sponsorships, advertising, vendors & volunteers….if anyone is interested in helping, please let her know.
