CALL MEETING TO ORDER & ROLL CALL 

Meeting called to order by President Martens at 6:00pm.

CLERK REPORT – Approval of Meeting Minutes
1. May 5th Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve minutes for May 5th Board meeting as written; Meyer/Homontowski; Vote 5/0; Carried.
FIRE DEPT. REPORT 

1. May Activities - Update
Chief Gross gave May activities as follows: Apparatus & equipment: all trucks had annual oil changes, greased & inspections…Village will be reimbursed for community supported equipment…Tender, Heavy Rescue & Bobcat UTV from fundraised and donated funds; Hydrants: in good working order; Fire/Emergency calls: 1-grass/1-structure/1-electrical; Membership & meetings: 17 members at May mtg, 1-new fully trained member was voted on, 1-new application; Training: On hydrants, water flow & hose testing; Inspections: completed; Donations & fundraisers: $200 from the Don Dudeck family for assisting in grass fire around their home, $2000 from Mel Gross for office equipment & pagers…computer, printer & 5 pagers; WDOC audit went well & we received a letter stating we were in substantial compliance…new ladder truck delivery should take place next week…purchased w/fundraised money & a list of community supporters will be printed when complete…new truck & equipment will bring community supported equipment to a value of $140,000.
2. 2015 Fireman’s Picnic – Update

Chief Gross stated raffle tickets are out & approx. 40% have been sold & posters are up…C/T Schutte said all beer is order & she is no process of ordering the food…schedule of events: Fri. night will be “Polish” nite w/polish sausage, sour kraut & beer w/Chad Przybylski Polka Rythms…Sat. carshow, tractor & truck pulls, the Presidents Band, fireworks, food & drink.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

1. May Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave May activities as follows:  Clean streets; rebuilt retaining wall at First Baptist church; opened park; lawncare; cans were stolen again & got a price on a trail camera for $115-$195; been cleaning Kureks shop from all the junk being dumped; recycle bins are being used by other towns & someone is putting yard waste in wrong bins so, looking to put up a sign for appointment only; received a letter from Northern Adventures regarding ditch cleaning…some discussion & Martens will contact him; Schutte asked about trail camera purchase…motion to purchase a trail camera and not to exceed $200.00; Rogge/Meyer; Vote 5/0; /Carried; Schutte said lot lines have been defined by FD & there won’t be room to put up a building for DPW so, Schutte said there would be room right here by the village hall for a DPW building…some discussion between Schutte, Gross & Martens...all three will get together to find a resolution…FD has more equipment than storage & DPW has equipment but losing storage to FD.  
2. Coleman radium alert & well #2 shut down - Update
Martens stated Coleman’s well #2 was shut down due to a high level of radium in the drinking water & according to the WDNR, the levels were too high for too many quarters…a letter was sent out to all water customers. 
3. Pound radium testing information
Schutte said the level for Pound is 4.6-4.98 for the last 4 quarters & is under the high level of 5.5…Coleman’s is at 5.5-6.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
1. TIF – Update 
· Grant seminar in Menasha attended by Rogge & Homontowski
Homontowski explained that the VOP doesn’t meet the requirements for this EDA grant program…not poor enough & regarding the TIF, VOP will need to get Coleman involved due to the sewer treatment…Ann Hartnell will keep VOP updated w/any new information & suggests to keep trying for these programs.  Schutte said he received a price from WPS to run gas & electric 300’W & 700’N into the TIF for $30,000.

Martens asked for a motion to approve the BOR board…motion to approve the Board Members of Martens, Schutte, Meyer and Rogge as the Board Of Review board for 2015; May/Homontowski; Vote 5/0; Carried. 
3. Marinette Cty. – Cty. Q road project – Update
Martens said he had talked w/Cty. Hwy. Commissioner Ray Palonen regarding the Cty. Q road project…Martens told Palonen that VOP should have been notified so VOP could put in funds in utility budget when this project gets done.  Palonen told Martens they will not be doing the VOP portion of Cty. Q…this portion should last about 5-7yrs.  Martens said C/T Schutte needs to send letter to Palonen asking for the VOP Cty. Q be put on the future road maintenance plan.
NEW BUSINESS

C/T Schutte said the applicants are as follows: R-Store Gas Station, Pa Pa Bears (formerly Players Club) & The Cottage Bar & Grill…all applicants are current w/all accounts w/VOP…May asked if they were all renewals…yes.
