Meeting called to order by President Martens at 6:00pm.

Schutte asked for approval of the June agenda as written.  Motion to approve the June agenda as written; by Kleikamp/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried. 
CLERK REPORT
1. Approve May 7th Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve the May 7th meeting minutes as written; by Meyer/T.Gross; Vote 5/0; Carried.
FIRE DEPT. REPORT
1.  May Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross reported May activities as follows:  all apparatus & equipment in good working order, we purchased a UTV unit w/donations from the Karl Zeitler Memorial & Bonnie Beamer w/other donations coming (no tax dollars used) this will be used w/CARS & others when necessary; fundraising will be done to purchase a trailer for the unit; hydrants in good working order; 3 calls in May: 2 mutual aide & 1 structure fire (Country Junction); added 1 new member-Andrew Metzler bringing total members to 23 active members; entry level training being done by 6-8 members – Gross & Metzler will be training officers developing an in depth program for this dept; Mel Gross will be under taking the Disaster Plan program for VOP & updating all members, elected officials, & anyone else necessary (Special meeting set for June 11, 2012 at 6pm); will be having another goal setting session for improvements and equipment fundraising.  
2. 9th Annual Fireman’s Picnic - Prep Update 
C/T Schutte, Chief Gross & K.Schutte will get together tomorrow on food, beverage, & misc orders & tickets being sold.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

1. May Activities - Update
K.Schutte reported May activities as follows:  all fertilizing has been done; park concrete project done w/estimated value of project (concrete, landscaping, etc.) $22,000.00 + if done by contractors; catch basins cleaned; picking & spraying weeds.
