2. FD Picnic June 5-16, 2018
FD Picnic is set for Friday & Saturday, June 15th & 16th w/a little league softball tournament, truck & tractor pulls, music, food & refreshments…..no fireworks this year.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. May Activites: K.Schutte reported: 
Schutte reported the batting cage was fixed w/crushed stone & work done by Dan Risner Excavating which he & his wife, Jackie Risner, donated the work at a cost of $531.10….Thank You Dan & Jackie Risner!  Schutte stated approximately 1000 yds of topsoil in the 141 Business Park is going to be sold to Dan Risner Excavating & leaving the rest for the Village for lawncare.  Spring clean-up wasn’t much this year w/low participation.  Schutte did a lot of mowing grass & fertilizing.
2. Walker St LRIP Project Update
Schutte reported the project will start July 9th as per the contractor.
· Resolution #2018-72 Final Special Assessment – Walker St South

C/T Schutte said Resolution #2018-72 is for the Final Special Assessment on the Walker St South project for Curb & Gutter at a cost of $13.05/lineal foot.  Motion to approve Resolution #2018-72 Final Special Assessment for Walker Street; Navis/Homontowski; V 5/0; Carried.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Mfg & Mobile Home Community Update & Approval to move forward
Earley gave the floor to Mr & Mrs Lepinski & along Jeff Lieuwen of Rob Kamps Land Surveying were present to discuss to drainage pipe & easement matters.  Schutte said he got a price on the drainage pipe & installation….the 24” x 30” oval concrete pipe is $13,996.00 & the excavation work by Dan Risner Excavating is $4,720.00 for a total cost of $18,716.00….the pipe would be installed straight across & not a the diagonal as it is currently….some discussion on the easement to do the work & maintain after installation along w/discussion of sidewalk easement currently on the west side of Lepinski property.  Lieuwen stated he would do a “public dedication” for the easement on the sidewalks that would cost approx. $500.00.  So, the next step would be to get all easements correct & satisfied before the drainage pipe installation.  Motion to hire Jeff Lieuwen of Rob Kamps Land Surveying to do an easement for the sidewalk on the west side of parcel #171-00163.001 from the corner of Main St/Cty. Q north to the end of parcel as a Public Dedication; MM/JR; V5/0; Carried.  This will be done for either July or August meeting.

2. Community Center Rental Rate & Agreement
C/T Schutte stated she made an adjustment to the current Community Center Rental Agreement by adding “Hourly Fee” option.  This option is hourly rate at $10/hr for a specified time period and day(s) per week….Homontowski asked if the this included the kitchen….answer “no.”  Motion to approve the Community Center Rental Agreement as written; Meyer/Rogge; V 5/0; Carried.
