CALL MEETING TO ORDER & ROLL CALL 
Meeting called to order by President Martens at 6:00pm.

Schutte asked for approval of the September agenda as written.  Motion to approve the September agenda as written; by W.Gross/T.Gross; Vote 5/0; Carried. 
CLERK REPORT
1. Approve August 6th Meeting Minutes 
Motion to approve the August 6th meeting minutes as written; by Meyer/T.Gross; Vote 5/0; Carried.
2. Approve August 16th Special Meeting Minutes

FIRE DEPT. REPORT
1.  August Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross absent so Martens read Chief Gross’s report for August activities as follows:  all apparatus & equipment in good working order; hydrants in good working order; no calls for August; 15 members at monthly meeting; added 1 new member; trained on HIPPA laws & trained new member on equipment; 5 members will be attending Entry Level classes starting Sept. 15th; inspections completed; no donations; members will be attending the Oconto Cty. MABAS meeting in November w/more info regarding this meeting at the October meeting. 
3. 9th Annual Fireman’s Picnic – Results Report 
C/T Schutte apologized to the Board for not getting the report done for the August meeting; Chief Gross had all the info the C/T Schutte but she thought there was something else missing.  Board reviewed the final report for the 2012 FD Picnic showing a profit of $8580.05………GREAT picnic!     

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

1. August Activities - Update
K.Schutte reported August activities as follows:  Schutte said he received a quote for a slab-jacker company to come into the VOP for lifting of some sidewalks in the VOP at a cost of $1500.00 for a full day or $35.00 for a 5’x5’ slab.  Schutte said we have enough work for a full day, Schutte stated this was figured into the 2012 budget.  Motion to allow Kevin to contract with the man to come in & fix our sidewalks; Meyer/Kleikamp; Vote 4/1(W.Gross-abstain); Carried.  Schutte said he replaced the alternator in the garbage truck; patched overpass bumps; caught the kids who vandalized the park; replaced the door knob to the pavilion; fixed light on dugout; cut down cat-tails at Parkview & Cty. Q; moved the “dead end” sign on Walker to the corner of Alma & Walker; fixed banner arms; & fixed side door panels on west side of Community Center.  Schutte stated he found a used weed sprayer (100gal.) for $100.00 which he could use for parts to make a working sprayer; the village doesn’t have a big enough sprayer to do the job.  Martens said he would get w/Kyle regarding our spraying needs to see if he could do the job.  W.Gross asked how the new location was working out for the yard waste bins, Schutte stated good but not as many are dumping grass.  Kleikamp asked why it’s not open on the weekend; the Board set the time & days.  
OLD BUSINESS

1. Recognition Plaque – Progress of past Village officials & board members for recognition plaque
Martens asked Kleikamp what her progress was on completing the list of officials; Kleikamp said she was in the 1960’s & she could be done by the end of year 2012.

2. Business Park – Discuss future plans for Business Park

Martens stated he & Meyer met w/John Marquart of the MMCABI on August 27th regarding plans for the business park.  John gave them info & resources regarding grant programs & procedures for the TID process; cost to get the ball rolling would be somewhere between $5000-$10,000.  Martens stated we need to submit the 2012 Bay Lake Project Inventory survey form to get started.  C/T Schutte asked if there was a committee & who was on it; the whole Board will be on this project & a special meeting will be set to discuss how we move forward.  Kleikamp stated she received info from Lolita of WEDC regarding properties which are available in the village.  Kleikamp said she would be meeting w/Lolita tomorrow, Sep. 5th between 1:00pm-2:00pm, to discuss some options we may have w/the Business Park, K.Schutte & Meyer will also attend.  Martens said we will have a Special meeting on Sept. 24th at 6:00pm to discuss the business park Bay Lake Project Inventory survey form.      

3. Community Center – Discussion of kitchen & building updates

K.Schutte said he has two quotes for kitchen counter tops at the Community Center; materials only & Schutte would do the installation of the tops & sink.  Quotes are: Krueger Construction $268.00 & Oconto Cty. Lumber $285.00.  
4. Building M/R – Discussion for future village maintenance needs to buildings for budget plans

Martens said we will need to get some figures for the budget regarding maintenance needs of buildings ie. Counter tops at CC, windows at lift station, etc…Schutte will go around the village & make a list of maintenance needs for a five year plan.   
5. Pavilion Concrete Project – Final Update

K.Schutte reported on the pavilion concrete project & went over the report.  The project expenses were $10,516.94 & the income, through fundraisers & donations, was $10,516.94 with a balance of $0.00.
