1.  August Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross gave report for August activities as follows:  New battery & alternator installed in brush truck; new gas monitor is in & old will be put up for sale; new headlight installed in heavy rescue truck; fund raised money to be used for m/r of heavy rescue truck; hydrant on Meyer St needs to be looked at-leaking; call for a structure fire in Aug in T.O.Beaver; 1 new member added; tested all hose on engine 1; trained on hydrant hookup, water flow, nozzle selection, friction loss, pump, scene size up & general items; 2 members attended regarding new state requirements; meal raffle fundraiser on Sun. the 8th at the Cottage at 1pm; donations received 4 portable radios ($1200 value) & a flag & flag pole to be installed.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

1. August Activities - Update
K.Schutte gave report for July & August activities as follows: July-installed ball field lights; replaced all street lights from Cty. Q to cemetery on west side & will continue w/time permitting; sprayed weeds; serviced furnace at Comm.Center; fixed mower steering-freezing up; weeded planters; cleaned gutters at Comm.Center; removed solar panel from hwy. signs which are now hooked to street lights; been having problems w/garbage truck hydraulics on compactor, will keep monitoring this problem; patched holes in streets overpass, Parkview Apts. & at Ace Hardware (do we want to bill Ace for approx…$50.00; remember they do sell out garbage tags for us); will be doing lawn care work; had some tree branches down from storm which was cleaned up; K.Schutte mentioned that residents need to find out who owns a tree before anyone cuts them down, some trees being taken down are VOP trees; picked up salt to mix w/sand for the winter ice control & will be using plastic covering instead of blue tarps.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
1. Update on future development plans
Martens stated Meyer & Rogge went to a meeting regarding grant funds & TIF districts; Meyer said very informational & will be going to more meetings.  W.Gross asked if anyone gather the info from the CCBA regarding the study that was done on the area for development; K.Schutte has information & will get for next meeting.  

OLD BUSINESS

1. Resolution No. 2013-53 – Appointment of new Animal Control Officer
Martens stated the VOP does not have any animal control officer since Janell Rymer resigned last fall; W.Gross asked if anyone showed interest in the position.  Martens nominated Kevin Schutte, since he is here all day-everyday; Rogge seconded the nomination.  The position would be responsible for the enforcement of Ordinance #2010-01 & would be part of his current job; Schutte would attend the animal control officer training.  Concerns were raised regarding procedures to enforcement of ordinance.  Motion to approve Resolution No. 2013-53 for the appointment of Animal Control Officer; appointing Kevin Schutte for this position; W.Gross/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried.    
2. Ordinance No. 2010-01 – Violations T.Jaster & D.Yoder how to proceed

Martens stated there are two residents that are in violation of Ordinance #2010-01 regarding farm animals within the Village limits.  Martens stated he spoke w/Jaster of 4033 Bus. 141 about getting a phone number on Duane White regarding the lumber & poles left in the right-of-way from the property he sold to Tom Kuchta; White was supposed to remove the debris before he vacated; the debris is still there & Kuchta is trying to get ahold of White too.  Martens said Jaster wouldn’t give him any info on White.  Then he asked her when she was getting rid of the farm animals; Jaster told Martens she has no intention of getting rid of the animals.  C/T Schutte sent letters to both Jaster & Yoder regarding the removal of their farm animals.  C/T Schutte will send out another letter “certified-return receipt” along w/Ordinance #2010-01 so all parties involved have a copy; Iverson/Jaster & Nowak/Yoder. 
NEW BUSINESS
1. Collin Kinziger lot parcel #171-00158.000
Collin Kinziger & John Mahers were present to inquire about putting in a driveway in at lot #171-00158.000.  Mahers is interested in buying the lot from Kinziger & Kinziger would like the VOP to put a driveway in, since there was a driveway prior to the street project.  There was a letter from Maher’s attorney regarding a conversation w/K.Schutte on this matter; Mahers would like the property to park his semi & put up a building.
