C/T Schutte stated Earley was going to be late & asked a Trustee to lead meeting…Meyer stepped in to lead meeting until Earley showed up….a motion to accept the agenda is needed….motion to approve September 5, 2017 agenda;  Rogge/Homontowski ; Vote 4/1-Earley; Carried.

FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. August Activities – Update 
August Activities written by Chief Edgecombe & reported by C/T Schutte as follows:  Apparatus & Equipment in good working order; Hydrants in good working order; Fire/Emergency Calls-1 structure fire & 1 storm damage call; Membership & Meetings-Sept. meeting was held on Aug. 31st due to Labor Day; Training-None due to meeting day moved; Miscellaneous-FD rented a storage place at Bieber Storage to house fireman’s picnic equip. & other things. 
2. Lease with Prue Holdings LLC – Deny or Approve for Acceptance & Signatures
C/T Schutte said because of Earley not being present at this time the signing of the contract would have to be done when he arrives….Meyer asked if anyone had any questions regarding the contract….C/T Schutte said the insurance questions were answered so, everything was OK w/our insurance company….motion to approve lease contract with Prue Holdings LLC; Earley came in at this time; Homontowski/Meyer; Vote 5/0; Carried. PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. August Activites – Update 
August Activities Reported by K.Schutte:  Planting grass in TID & park except batting cage due to BP LL was going to put in gravel...nothing done yet...painting v.hall....doing state reporting, Wislr, Lrip-Walker St, Dnr, etc...  mower had to be fixed again...bearing on deck...garbage truck relays for compactor are failing so, have to keep replacing....DPW is looking for a place to park equipment since the FD has more equipment than space & moved DPW out of the building he was in...some discussion...Navis will take care of moving the equipment out of building to make space for DPW garbage truck.
2. Walker St Project – Update
K.Schutte stated coming along & will have final plan for next meeting...all utilities have been notified & get bids for fall to start in spring....K.Schutte has to talk w/Traci Peterson because this will affect her property...Schutte suggests using any fill from this project to be used at the park....Board agreed.
3. Property Maintenance issues – Update (105 Colburn, 109 Colburn, 2041 Cty. Q)
M.Podoski was present & stated he has been working on the house at 105 Colburn & is still getting estimates for razing the building....C/T Schutte sent letters to both 109 Colburn & 2041 Cty. Q to have their property cleaned up by Aug. 14, 2017 & neither one of these properties have done anything to comply w/ordinances or State statues….some discussion….C/T Schutte will send Final Notice to have cleaned up in 5 days.
4. Small Claims Court Case #17-SC-625 (Kurek vs VOP)
C/T.Schutte said we received a sumons for small claims case #17-SC-625 Kurek vs VOP regarding property clean up next to R-Store gas station.  The court date is Sept. 12, 2017 at 10:00am in Marinette Cty. Clerk of Courts Room C205.  K.Schutte said Kurek is claiming, “VOP took $2,000.00 worth of scrap metal & charged him $1,073.02 to do so.”  Schutte explained what happened, the neighbors reporting that people were dumping garbage & the large mess on the property….K.Schutte stated he would be appearing for the court date & time w/documentation.
