1.  September Activities - Update
FD Chief Gross gave report for September activities as follows:  apparatus & equipment in good working order; hydrant on Meyer St. has been fixed-not leaking; 2 call for Sept.(1-EMS assist & 1-MVA); 18 members at Sept.meeting & discussed recent meat raffle fundraiser (profit $1263.36); trained on scene safety & various equipment on trucks; donation of $100.00 from Jay & Connie Martens; need a small load of gravel to fill holes in driveway & in front of doors.

1. September Activities - Update
K.Schutte gave report for September activities as follows: Installed King Family stone in dugout; still working on park lights; fixed a couple of flags that a semi snagged; village welcome sign was hit; planting grass & sprayed weeds around village; cleaned up shingles that fell out of a truck on overpass; organizing keys; hauled out rocks & junk to Risners pits; changed all light bulbs on west side of Bus.141; still finding pieces of chain in the garbage truck hydraulics, the pump is bad but not replacing until this issue w/hydraulics is resolved & the mother board will need to be replaced at a cost of approx. $1000.00; Schutte said the Comm.Center ceiling grid will have to be changed to fit the donated ceiling tile if we accept the tile, the grid replacement would cost approx. $2000.00
