1. September Activities – Update

1. September Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave September activities as follows:  Dnr building sub-pump buried & now will be cleaning up the area....found an underground tank & caved it in; fixed damaged mailboxes & talked to person that did the damage....he told Schutte he will pay for damages; fixed mower regarding PTO & charges are around  $1300.00 or more; cleaning up yard waste bins.
