FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. November Activities – Update
November activities report by Chief Edgecombe as follows:  Apparatus & Equipment: All in good working order; Hydrants: In good working order; Fire/Emergency Calls: 7 calls in Nov…1 gas leak, 2 branches on powerlines & 4 mva’s all roll overs; Membership & Meetings: Business meeting on Nov. 4th at Community Center after Hillside Church treated them to a dinner; Training: Trained on reading smoke, went over the floorplan of one of the local apartments; Inspections: Inspections are currently in progress.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. November Activites – Update 
November activities report by K.Schutte as follows: Closed park for the winter season, installed the VOP population sign that was stolen, finished painting the village hall, had sand & salt (50TN) hauled & we are ready for winter, put up Christmas decorations, fixed mower…needed a starter, we have some residents having a leaf war moving leaves from their property in the street & away from their house down to the neighbors’ house, & finally the cost to raze the Podoski house at 105 Colburn would be approx. $10,000 if the VOP were to condemn it & have it razed…he has cleaned up his yard.  
2. Walker St Project – Update
· Street Lights: K.Schutte said he has been approached by a couple of residents on Walker wondering if there will be street lights installed when the project is under way…some discussion Earley asked if any other streets had lights & answer was yes…K.Schutte said we could install concrete base & wiring but they wouldn’t be connected until we would run wire from Bus.141 to the corner of Walker & Alma…K.Schutte will get a quote.
OLD BUSINESS
1. 2017 Pound Christmas Parade
C/T Schutte said the Christmas Parade is this weekend at 5pm w/line up to start at 4:30pm on Crescent Ln…the “In Memory” ornaments are available for a $1 donation at local businesses in Pound, the After Parade Social is a chili dump w/nonalcoholic beverages & is family friendly, there will be Christmas tree give away along w/wreathes & Santa & Mrs Claus will be attending the social.

1. Resolution #2017-70 – Appointing Election Workers: Chief Inspector & Poll Workers
C/T Schutte said the Resolution #2017-70 is to appoint election workers w/K.Schutte being an alternate & Terri Kuntz added as new…Motion to approve Resolution #2017-70 Appointing Chief Election Inspector and Poll Workers for 2018-2019; Earley/Rogge; Vote 4/1-Meyer; Carried.
2. Employees’ Wages & Benefits
C/T Schutte explained the attached wage/salary & benefits survey results & stated the amounts outlined were current & the dotted line amounts were included in the 2018 budget…some discussion regarding the large increase & C/T Schutte explained the amounts were there to make sure something was covered if insurance was offered….K.Schutte said he would like insurance & has brought up this issue the last couple of years but nothing was given in wage or insurance…after some discussion, it was suggested to have a special meeting Monday, Dec. 11th at 7pm to go over insurance costs that C/T Schutte will get prior to the meeting.
