FIRE DEPT. REPORT 
1. November Activities – Update 
Chief Gross gave November activities as follows:  Equipment checks had a leaky carburetor on a generator which is being fixed in house; Hydrants are in good working order; Fire/Emergent Calls: 1 good intent call to wash debris of roadway; Members & Meetings: 14 members at Nov. meeting…new fully trained & certified member was voted on & accepted, which brings membership to 26 w/approx. 14 available during a normal work day; Training: Trained on ladder truck & grain rescue equipment; Inspections: Compliant w/State regulations; Donations & Fundraisers: $500 from WCS Inc…$500 from Van De Wall Farms…6 Minitor pagers (approx. value $2500) from local business; Misc Info: shop cleaned out & ready for garbage truck…work to be done on pulling track in spring…meeting at T.O.Beaver went well w/a vote by taxpayers was 24 to 10 in favor of VOPound, now the TOBeaver board has to make the final decision. 
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
1. November Activites – Update 
K.Schutte gave November activities as follows:  Installed boards on ballfield back-stops & field needs to be fine graded in the spring…trimmed trees on overpass & hill sides...BBQ grill at park is built & finished…Gordon Patz driveway culvert is installed & complete…Park is closed for the winter season….Christmas decorating being done
Mixed sand & salt…have 17TN left from 2014 & ordered 50TN for this season….Schutte contacted Marinette Cty. PD regarding the sign damage issue & along w/Diggers Hotline regarding the Business 141 issue, which is that Marinette Cty. won’t identify Business 141 as such….this has be going on from the since USH 141 has gone around the villages….Business 141 name issue was started w/the CCBA & Marinette Cty. refuses to accept this as the correct name within the VOP limits….C/T Schutte stated she received double pages in the assessment roll to show Cty. CP & Hwy. 141….she also contacted Property Listings regarding the duplications & was told by Tina Barnes “this isn’t my fight to fight…this was before me…the double name process was done by John Lefebvre.”

Schutte’s said Lefebvre is the problem he refuses to have the Cty. identify this roadway as Business 141.  Martens suggest he contact Lefebvre & asked if the VOP had a resolution changing the name…C/T Schutte will locate the resolution.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
1. TIF – Update 
K.Schutte stated utilities accessible are as follows... 2” gas line, 8” water & sewer, internet 100mb download/5mg upload & a fiber base is accessible w/fiber being more expensive.  Another inquiry regarding the business park; have to set a date.

2. Land Usage
Martens said he talked to VanDeWalles regarding the farming of the land....they will be paying $100/acre/yr...some discussion regarding building process vs planting disruption; Martens to get w/VanDeWalle on matter.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Kenyon St – Update
Martens stated K.Schutte applied for road aid under the LRIP for Kenyon St & Maple St.  Martens attended the meeting at Marinette Cty.HD on Thursday, Dec. 3rd.  The County has $53,877 to distribute for the 2016-2017 project years for those submitting applications…Martens said there was some discussion but suggested the following distribution: VOPound $33,877, VOCrivitz $10,000 & VOWausaukee $10,000...the group in attendance agreed w/the amounts for those projects.  Martens stated that VOPound is still behind everyone else in total distributions over the years.   
2. Maple St – Update
Martens discussed above. 
3. Gordon Patz driveway concern - Update
K.Schutte finished project.  

4. Christmas Parade – Update

Streets are decorated, Community Center needs to be decorated, we need chili & things are coming together....K.Schutte asked if the VOP could just plant a pine tree in the village lot instead of getting a different one each year....
