Meeting was called to order at 5:30pm by Kevin Schutte; roll call taken.

1. Clerk Report – April 9th meeting minutes 
Motion to approve April 9th meeting minutes as written; by May/Martens; Vote 3/0; Carried.  
2. Coleman Utility – March & April activities & any correspondence received
Schutte attended Coleman utility meeting & stated they discussed the large volume of water used due to the cold winter & freezing pipes; VOP Board reviewed vouchers & recapped May to the agreement & process VOP has w/Coleman. 
3. Pound Utility – April activities & any correspondence received
Schutte said he is waiting for hydrant seal kit part to arrive before he can fix the leaking hydrants along w/the new hydrant; fixed 4 MH’s for leakage; water & sewer for April…..water pumped: 516,900gals/month-17,230gals/day & 

Sewer pumped: 77,000gals/day-2,310,000gals/month which means we should be looking at a surcharge from Coleman because we are over our volume allowance.
· Water Tower Permit - Update
Schutte stated we have the permit for tower painting & now we need to get a start date from Lane Tank. 
new business

1. Sewer Lines Televised – Discuss problem areas to move forward
Schutte stated he had the sewer lines televised due to the large I/I we’ve been having & found a lot of homes that don’t have sump pumps; so the ground water is running into our sewer which is then treated.  Lines from the RR tracks east show all but 2 houses that have a lot of water running, approx. 1-2 gals/minute, w/no sump pumps.  Then going west, between Sharon Sokol’s & Parkview Apts, there is a large buildup of mineral in the line that the camera couldn’t get through along w/more homes not having sump pumps; Great Lake TV sent the report & DVD’s for viewing.  
2. Sump Pump Policy – Review problems & procedures for implementation
Schutte said we need to have a policy in place regarding sump pumps; after seeing the large amount of ground water running into the sewer & the amount of homes not having sump pumps, it’s not right that the homes w/sump pumps should have to subsidize the ones that don’t have pumps.  Schutte stated because of the overages, VOP will most likely be getting a surcharge from Coleman, which is greatly due to the ground water from these homes along w/MH leakage & other I/I; some discussion on the matter & how to proceed.  TSchutte will draft something to give the home owner when Schutte & Martens do on sight inspections; Schutte to get a policy from another community.  Schutte then said the VOP needs to be the first to fix their problem at the DNR/FD building; the Board went to view the ground water problem at the building.  Schutte pointed out that he had drilled a hole in the basement floor, put in a sump pump & is now pumping out the ground water; there is a pipe at the south end of the basement where the water is coming in & it runs across the floor to the hole w/pump.
